2. Please read any FOUR studies but each must come from a DIFFERENT chapter (each chapter deals 
with a different theoretical perspective).  

3. Submit your analysis of the studies by sharing via google docs with ​dijanaismic@gfs.org​  Your 
responses should be about 1-2 paragraphs. You must answer all of the questions below in detail. ​PLEASE 
LABEL THE TITLE OF EACH STUDY.  

a. Who was the researcher and what aspect of human behavior was he interested in? 

b. Summarize the methods used in the study 

c. Summarize the results of the study. 

d. Discuss ONE example of the significance of the study or ONE criticism directed toward the 
research.
